Course options

OISE Heidelberg offers  an intensive German
programme in small groups (German Octorial
Programme) during school vacation in spring,
summer and autumn and a tailor-made
individual course programme (German
Tutorial Programme) with flexible start dates
throughout the year.

Accommodation

Students stay with a trusted local host family in a
single room provided on a full-board basis.
Homestay accommodation is a great opportunity
for students to experience family life in
Heidelberg. Many of our carefully chosen families
have been working with the school for years.
They are experienced and genuinely enjoy
welcoming students into their homes. OISE host
families generally live in the attractive outskirts of
Heidelberg with easy access to the city centre by
bus or tram. From the homestay accommodation
the school can be reached within 15- 40 minutes
by public transport. All students have a single
room. OISE host families welcome generally one
or two students and a maximum of four students.
Homestay accommodation for young learners is
offered on a full-board basis. We provide each
student with a travel card, which enables them to
get around the city using Heidelberg’s excellent
public transport system.
